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Oriol Jolonch, Anecdotes from the XXI century and other invented realities

Contemporary surrealistic photography has its origins in the surrealisme
movement. Its statement could include the same ideas that André Breton
expressed in his first surrealist manifesto from 1924: the priority was to let
thoughts free from reasoning and from any further moral consideration.
Surrealism included also photography, as shown by Man Ray’s, Christian
Schad’s and Moholy Nagy’s works. They used the technics of their time to
manipulate the images in order to create an alternative reality that showed
its subversive and unconscious aspects. In our country, the works by Josep
Renau (Valéncia, 1907- Berlin, 1982) are good examples. Although he
used his collages of images for programmatic purposes, the result shows
his creativity. Anyway, we can affirm that the surrealistic movement arrived
to stay. Obviously, with the actual digital media, the artists have an easier
path to cross. There are many good surrealistic photographs, among them:
Jerry Uelsmann, Robert and Shana Parkeharrison, Gregory Crewdson and
Brooke Shaden from the U.S., Julia Fullerton Baten and Robert Jahns
from Germany, Erik Johansson and Tomy Inberg from Sweden, Teun
Hocks from Holland, Norv Austria from the Philippines Islands, Gilbert
Garcin from France, Chema Madoz from Spain, and the artist that we are

presenting right now: Oriol Jolonch.

Oriol Jolonch (Barcelona, 1973) studied design and photography, but

he considers himself a self-taught artist. His love to create invented

realities began when he inherited an old air brush that had belonged to his
father. His first works were tapes covers and posters. Later, digital
photography offered to his imagination unlimited possibilites in order to
create fantastic realities. His bright ideas induce the observers to consider

seriously a second reading of things.
His photographies have been recently awarded by Fundacié Vilacasas,

Barcelona (first photography award 2014), and by Diputacién de Alicante
(Spain).
